Science Policy
The mission of the school 
· To help all children at the school develop as individuals through teaching and by providing positive role models.

· To provide a high quality education through a broad and balanced curriculum in a stimulating and secure working environment.

· To promote a Christian ethos, an awareness of responsibility to self and others and a sense of self worth.

· To strive for high standards in all aspects of school life.

· To develop the whole child, mentally, physically and spiritually in a caring, Christian environment with close links to Church and community.

Aims 
Through the framework of the 2014 National Curriculum, we intend to:

· Provide learning situations in which all pupils will be able to develop their physical ability to the full

· Acquire and develop skills, performing with increasing physical competence and confidence in a range of physical activities and contexts

· Provide stimulating and challenging opportunities that help to promote physical development such as cardio-vascular health, flexibility, muscular strength and endurance

· Enable pupils to understand the importance of Physical Education in respect of a healthy lifestyle. (Knowledge and understanding of fitness and health).

· Develop positive attitudes towards participation in physical activity

· Provide a safe learning environment for physical activity and an understanding of the need for safety

· Provide pupils with opportunities to become aware and conform to the principles of fair play, demonstrating a good sporting behaviour.

· Enable pupils to actively participate in a wide range of activities with confidence, developing self-esteem through achievement

· Promote equal opportunities for all and value the contribution of other irrespective of gender, ability, social/cultural background

· To develop links between Physical Education and other aspects of the curriculum

· Solve problems and find alternative solutions to physical challenges on their own and with others

· Learn how to select and apply skills, tactics and compositional ideas to suit activities that need different approaches and ways of thinking

· Develop their ideas in a creative way

· Set targets for themselves and compete against others, individually and as members of a team

· Understand how (and be able) to persevere, succeed and acknowledge others' success

· Take initiative, lead activity and focus on improving aspects of their own performance

· Discover their own aptitudes and preferences for different activities

· Make informed decisions about the importance (and value) of exercise in their lives

· Be given a firm foundation for life-long participation in sporting activity

 It is hoped that they will enjoy their experiences, whilst increasing and developing their knowledge and skills in a range of physical activities.
Planning and organisation
When planning, organising and teaching PE it is intended that time will be spent on teaching both physical skills and knowledge of rules, tactics and different roles within a sport/activity as laid out in the National Curriculum 2014. It is envisaged that these two aspects will be combined wherever possible. We use the paid PE scheme to support the teaching and assessing of PE. PE in both key stages reinforces cross curricular links including Literacy, Numeracy and Science.
F2

The Foundation Stage curriculum is based around the development of fundamental movement skills through gymnastics, dance and fundamentals units. PE content is mainly taught within PE lessons; however PE in the F2 Class is also developed through outdoor play.

Children in the F2 Class are provided with a broad range of opportunities and experiences to develop these skills towards Early Learning Goals.
KS1 and KS2 
Areas of learning within key stages 1 and 2 ensure that statutory requirements are being covered through the specific disciplines of PE. The topics covered in each year group are based on those outlined in the 2014 National Curriculum, but many other experiences and resources are used to enrich teaching and learning. Being ‘being physically active’ is embedded throughout the areas of learning in key stages 1 and 2, as well as in the ethos of the school. There is also a focus upon competitive sport with our involvement in the School Games.
 Each year group aims to cover the following areas of Physical Education during the school year:
· R- gymnastics, personal challenge, dance, fundamental movement skills, locomotion, stability, athletics and target games
· Y1- fundamental movement skills, gymnastics, invasion skills, dance, striking and fielding, net and wall skills, target games and athletics.
· Y2- invasion skills, fundamental movement skills, net and wall skills, striking and fielding, target games, dance, gymnastics and athletics.
· Y3- Gymnastics, invasion skills, OAA, football, dance, swimming, tennis and athletics. 
· Y4- basketball, swimming, tag rugby, OAA, dance, gymnastics, tennis, athletics and cricket.
· Y5- Netball, OAA, hockey, leadership, invasion skills, dodgeball, dance, gymnastics, tennis, rounders athletics.
· Y6- tag rugby, OAA, health and fitness, handball, volleyball, leadership, badminton, dance, gymnastics, cricket and athletics.
Some areas are repeated in multiple year groups to develop knowledge and skills throughout the school. Providing children with an opportunity to embed and improve upon their learning as they move through the school.
Cross Curricular Links
Whenever possible we aim to link our learning in PE to other curricular areas. Mathematical skills such as measuring, time and statistics are an important part of PE lessons. Where appropriate, children record their results from PE lessons using charts, tables and graphs. Scientific knowledge is also linked to PE lessons through children’s knowledge of the body, health and diet. Where appropriate, children link their PE learning to Literacy and ICT lessons to further research sports, athletes and rules. The dance aspect of PE is linked, where possible, to the topic covered by each class.  
Special needs considerations
· Children will be taught PE at key stages 1 and 2 in ways appropriate to their abilities.

· Physical interventions such as funfit will be used to supplement and develop movement skills.

· SEND children will be provided with support/differentiated activities to enable them to continue to make progress and demonstrate achievement. 

· Differing needs, abilities, experience and level of achievement of individual children will be provided for by planning learning that is differentiated appropriately using the STEP principle.
Equal opportunities

Equal opportunities of access to the PE National Curriculum will be given to all children regardless of age, gender, race or ability through both PE lessons and our involvement within festivals and competition.
Assessment 

The children’s attainment in PE will be assessed throughout the year.  All class teachers will use their assessment of the children in their class to plan appropriate work in PE. In EYFS, teachers assess PE against the Early Years Curriculum. The statements go from birth through to the Early Learning Goals at the end of Reception. Teachers employ effective Assessment for Learning (AfL) strategies which are used to inform their planning and teaching. Assessment of the children’s skills and knowledge in PE will be made during lessons by making informal judgements through observation of practical tasks, discussion and questioning to determine the children’s level of understanding and knowledge, this will then be recorded on Year group specific assessment grids provided by the PE scheme, where teachers will make a judgement of the children’s progress based on statements for each activity area.
Competitive opportunity
At St Anne’s, our aim is to nurture confident, resilient children who strive to achieve their potential through a wealth of competitive experiences. We will encourage a positive attitude towards winning and an accepting approach towards losing within a wide range of sports. This way everyone can celebrate varying sports, skills and success in themselves and others in school.  

We will provide, ‘opportunities for children to compete in a wide range of sports and other activities in order to build character and help to embed values such as fairness and respect.’

Annually, a Sports Day in which all children compete in a variety of team events and traditional races. The Sports Day is run with both a competitive and supporting theme where the children race in colours, which represent their house teams. This allows children to develop many important attributes including teamwork, perseverance, respect and learning to both win and lose.
We also organise and deliver throughout the year Intra-school sports event which involves children competing in both year group and house teams in a range of sporting activities. This is done through PE lessons and during active playtimes. Older children are invited to create and run their own intra competitions as part of their leadership development.
Throughout the year we attend a multitude of inter school events including those organised by Bassetlaw School Games and those organised with local schools.
Monitoring and Evaluation 

Class teachers evaluate lessons and the children’s’ learning, which informs future planning. It is the responsibility of the classroom teacher to monitor the standards of children’s knowledge and skills on a regular basis. The PE subject leaders hold overall responsibility for the standard of PE provision throughout school. This will be monitored in line with the expectations set out in ‘The Role of the Subject Leaders’.
Other monitoring may include:

· Learning analysis

· Lesson observations

· Peer coaching

· Pupil/Staff voice

· Learning walks

It is the responsibility of the PE Subject Leaders and School Leadership Team to monitor the standards of children’s work throughout the school.
Healthy & Active Lifestyles 
We aim to educate both adults and children to develop a greater understanding of the benefits of healthy living. Children need to practise skills on a daily basis to show commitment to keeping their bodies healthy.  This will promote long term healthy, active lifestyle choices. We will build knowledge, improve skills and deepen social wellbeing within a fruitful partnership between home, school and the community.  To this end, our children participate in the daily mile each day, allowing them to develop their fitness, understand the benefits of healthy living and to work towards the government guidelines of 60 minutes of physical activity per day. We employ movement breaks throughout the school day and foster active playtimes.
Sport Premium Funding

In March 2013 the government announced that they would introduce a dedicated primary PE and Sport Premium that would go directly to primary school head teachers so that they could decide how best to use it to provide sporting activities for pupils. The government has committed to funding the primary school Sports Premium up until 2020 – an investment worth £750 million.

Since September 2013, Ofsted inspections have reported on PE and sport provision and on how schools spend their additional funding. Schools are accountable and are required to publish details of how they spend (or will spend) their PE and sport grant on their websites.

Details of how the Sport Premium Funding is spent at St Anne’s Primary School are found on the school website.

The Role of the Subject Leaders
The Head teacher will actively support and encourage staff by praising good practice and supporting staff development and resources, including extra-curricular activities. 

She will:

· Regularly share current and projected expenditure with governors and discuss the impact the grant is expected to make

· Aim for high teaching competency across the school

· Designate a member of staff to lead the subject

The Subject Leaders have overall responsibility for the delivery of quality PE in the school. The PE subject leader will:

· Monitor the teaching and learning of PE within the school

· Keep up to date with new developments and inform staff

· Produce a flexible scheme of work, with lesson ideas to support colleagues in all aspects of the curriculum.

· Audit staff performance to determine appropriate and targeted training

· Aim for excellent teaching competency across the school

· Ensure that PE resources are available and appropriate to the needs of the staff

· Audit resources regularly and take overall responsibility for equipment and resources

· Ensure that all pupils have the opportunity to become involved in extra–curricular clubs to further develop skills and talents and will monitor attendance to ensure there is an inclusive offer which is accessible to all pupils

· Ensure that PE maintains a high profile within the school, through displays etc.

· Assist with recording keeping and assessment of the subject.

· Present information detailing the current and projected expenditure and impact of the Sport Premium monies published on the school website 

· Regularly share current and projected outcomes with pupils, parents, staff and senior leaders including governors

· Have a formal, long term strategy for PE, sport and physical activity. This should be aligned with the SDP and have been informed by pupil and staff feedback

· Ensure all coaching staff delivering PE on the school site are quality assured and have provided enhanced DBS checks.

· Informally observe PE lessons to compile a picture of teaching competency across the school

· Perform annual / termly planning scrutiny

· Contact local sports clubs to establish new community links with the school

· The SLT at PE Primary School know about the current and projected expenditure of the Sport Premium funding via regular meetings with the subject leader and also through the school website. 

Teachers should:

· Communicate high expectations, enthusiasm and passion about PE to pupils and challenge their thinking and act as a good role model.

· Have a high level of confidence and expertise both in terms of their up to date specialist knowledge and their understanding of effective learning in PE. As a result, they should employ a very wide range of resources and teaching strategies to stimulate pupils' active participation in their learning. This enables pupils to explain their ideas and concepts clearly and apply them with confidence.

· Plan for opportunities for pupils to develop and demonstrate their initiative and independence and take responsibility for their learning. Lessons should be thoughtfully planned and secure outstanding progress across all aspects of PE.

· The Class Teacher will be responsible for the planning and teaching of PE as set out in this Policy. The Teaching Assistant (TA), when available during PE lessons, will support the class teacher in delivering PE and in particular, support those children with Special Educational Needs where timetabled to do so and collect resources if requested to do so by the class teacher.

School PE Kit

In the interest of health and safety appropriate kit should be worn for P.E. activities. Acceptable kit is that which presents no risk of injury to the wearer or other children and details of our policy are outlined below.

Children must have bare feet for gymnastics unless they have medical reasons not to.

All teachers must ensure that children tie long hair back; finger nails are appropriately short to prevent injury to themselves or others and personal effects including jewellery have been removed. In the event of new piercings (less than a month) if a child is unable to remove them ears must be taped up. 

Staff Dress

It is expected that teachers change for P.E, or come to school dressed appropriately, for the safe delivery of a PE lesson. This should include suitable footwear. If possible jewellery should be removed to set a good example.
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
