What are the requirements for plant life and growth?
How is water transported in plants?
What part do flowers play in the lifecycle of plants?
What nutrients do humans need?
What are the functions or the skeleton and muscles?

Year 4
What are the types and functions of teeth?
What are the parts and functions of the digestive system?
What are different types of habitats?
How can we group living things?
How can classification keys be used to group and identify living things?
How can environments change?
Can we construct food chains and food webs?

Year 5
What are the life processes of reproductions for plants and animals?
What happens to living things over time?
What are the differences in the life cycles of mammals, amphibians, insects and birds?
What changes occur as humans develop to old age?
