To provide a rich, diverse, and progressive music curriculum for all children. This will be delivered through outstanding music teaching and leadership.  Music is a universal language that embodies one of the highest forms of creativity. A high-quality music education should engage and inspire pupils to develop a love of music and their talent as musicians, and so increase their self-confidence, creativity and sense of achievement. As pupils progress, they should develop a critical engagement with music, allowing them to compose, and to listen with discrimination to the best in the musical canon. 

Pupils will be provided with opportunities to learn musical instruments, and participate in ensembles in school, along with regular performances, both in and out of school will showcase our children within the local community. This will also maximise cultural capital for all our children, their overall wellbeing and confidence, while creating a supportive community of music making.
